Tom Kovacs retired in 1999 after 40 years of service in the School of
Art + Design as faculty member, acting assistant dean of the College
of Fine and Applied Arts, program chair in the School’s foundation
program and finally program chair in graphic design.

William Bullock coordinated the e-waste collection on February 21
in which five tons of electronic waste—computers, CPUs, monitors,
keyboards, printers, mice, scanners and cell phones were donated to
support the Sustainable E-Waste Student Design Competition. More
than 20 student teams competed in the competition on April 16

for scholarship awards. The proposals were judged by corporate and
government judges, and the contest was covered by the Champaign-
Urbana News-Gazette and featured on the Microsoft website.

Elizabeth Delacruz received the 2009 June King McFee Award

at this year’s National Art Education Association convention. This
award honors an individual who has brought distinction to the field
of art education through an exceptional and continuous record of
achievement in scholarly writing, research, professional leadership,
teaching or community service. Elizabeth also received the National
Art Education Association (NAEA) Higher Education Division, Art
Educator of the Year Award and the 2009 FAA Faculty Excellence in
Teaching Award.

Jonathan Fineberg coordinated the Illinois at the Phillips spring 2009
symposium, “Teaching Painting,” in March. This symposium included
Fang Lijun, Tim Griffin, Jacqueline Humphries and Hamza Walker.
'The symposium addressed issues such as how varied are contemporary
practices and how the art pedagogy that subtends them has changed,;
how the ways we teach painting transform the nature of painting

as well as the ways we see, teach and write about it; and the role of
criticism in teaching painting as well as different international teaching
practices and the ways in which regional practices share common

ground.

Ryan Griffis’ work, “The Temporary Travel Office” was included in the
book and exhibition, “Experimental Geography: Radical Approaches
to Landscape, Cartography, and Urbanism,” published by ICI
(Independent Curators International) and Melville House. Ryan was
the recipient of the 2009 FAA Faculty Excellence in Research Award.

Jennifer Gunji-Ballsrud. Ninth Letter will become a part of a
permanent historical record of graphic design — the AIGA Design
Archives (http://designarchives.aiga.org); the physical artifact will
become a part of the AIGA Design Archives housed at the Denver
Art Museum.

Gerry Guthrie. “Prix Ars Electronica Animation Festival,” Linz,
Austria, September, 2008. Selected from over 3000 entries, the

digital animation, “The Whole Truth” (2008), was included in the
Prix Selection: Late Night program, which was one part of the
internationally recognized Ars Electronica Festival. The 2008 Prix Ars
Electronica Animation Festival, considered one of the world premiere
festivals of art and technology, featured a “best of” compilation of



selected entries “that illustrate the state of the art of visual design and
the latest trends in the field as well as the industry both with respect
to content and technology.” The Ars Electronica Animation Festival
screened in Linz (from September 5-9,2008) and in Vienna (from
September 4-16, 2008).

Anne D. Hedeman. Published Translating the Past: Laurent
de Premierfait and Boccaccios “De casibus” (Los Angeles: Getty
Publications, 2008).

Suzanne Hudson published Robert Ryman: Used Paint. Cambridge,
Mass: The MIT Press, 2009.

Joel Ross had a solo exhibition titled “ROADSIDE: A Presentation of
Recent Field Experiments and Prototypes,” at the Monique Meloche
Gallery, Chicago, May 2009. The exhibition was held in conjunction
with Art Chicago.

Deke Weaver’s project, “The Unreliable Bestiary,” is one of 42 projects
selected from 2100 international applicants by Creative Capital, New
York, 2009. The three-year relationship with Creative Capital includes

financial, administrative and mentoring support and a $35,000 grant.

David Weightman has been part of the faculty advising team for the
Solar Decathlon 2009 project for the last two years. The U of I entry,
Gable House, recently placed second in this international competition,
which is sponsored by the U.S. Department of Energy and involves
invited teams from 20 universities from the U.S. and elsewhere, in the
design and construction of a solar-powered house. After construction
the houses were shipped to Washington, D.C., and installed on the
National Mall for testing and public viewing. The Illinois house has
been designed to German Passivhaus insulation standards and with

its R70 walls and roof will need little heating, even in the depths of

a Midwestern winter. It was built by Homeway Homes of Goodfield
and has involved substantial donations and sponsorship from Kohler,
Optiwin, Lamboo, Crate and Barrel, Valcuccine, Forbo, Herman Miller
and many others. Over 100 students have been involved over the last
two years in various classes in architecture, engineering and industrial
design, under the guidance of Mark Taylor from Architecture and

Pat Chapman from Engineering. The house is projected to return to a
permanent location near the campus after the competition.

He is also part of a National Association of Schools of Art and Design
working group on the future of design education in the U.S., as well as
participating in four workshops for the National Science Foundation
on the future of graduate design education in engineering. He is also
the external monitor for the masters by project program at Unitec in
Auckland, New Zealand, as well as being external examiner for the
industrial design program at the National University of Singapore.
